The Audit is progressing despite the pandemic, the auditors decided to deploy a
limited number of personnel to the POA office for field work.

The Dolphin Head Recreation area renovation project’s permitting continues to wind
its way through the Town and DHEC.

The Town of Hilton Head Island will be billed $100,000 for their portion of the latest
Pine Island Beach Renourishment project.

We are moving forward with two agreements with the Town of Hilton Head Island -
a change in the Town’s Land Management Ordinance to include Pine Island in the
Town’s definition of a beach. The second agreement provides HHP with $100,000 a
year for 2022, 2023, and 2024 for Beach Renourishment. This would be a bridge to
2025, when the Town is scheduled for its next total beach renourishment. The
second meeting on the Land Management Ordiance is pending.
